DEPARTMENTAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Adult Home Arts is an extended division, it is open to all
residents in all counties of the State of California.

2. Only items listed in this Entry Guidebook will be accepted.

3. An exhibitor may enter as many items as they like if a
different recipe or pattern is used. However, be aware that per
California State Rules and Regulations “an exhibitor who
earns more than two cash premiums in a class will only
receive the two highest premiums as ranked by the judges.”

4. Exhibitor’s name must not appear on front of exhibit.

5. Entries are limited to amateurs unless otherwise noted.
Amateur: A person attached to a pursuit, study, or hobby in a
nonprofessional or unpaid manner. $1,000.00 per year in sales
is allowed.

6. Items entered in “Any Other” classes must be described in
online entry and fall in the Division category (e.g., Cheese in
Any Other Biscuits). If three or more “Any Other” items are
similar enough, they will be judged as a separate class.

7. All perishable entries must be home prepared from scratch.
Any exceptions will be noted in appropriate Divisions.
Preserved foods may not be made more than one year in
advance. REFRIGERATION WILL NOT BE PROVIDED.

8. Non-perishable items must be the personal work of the
exhibitor and may NOT have been previously entered in the
Monterey County Fair.

9. ITEMS NOT CLAIMED BY SEPT. 13, 2024, WILL BE FORFEITED
UNLESS OTHER ARRANGEMENTS ARE MADE IN ADVANCE.

10. JUDGING: The Fair will pay cash awards only to those classes
specified in this Entry Guidebook and only judging sheets will
be the basis for any cash award payments. Ribbons and
exhibitor tags have no value as to payment.

11. The American system of judging will be applied in Adult
Home Arts Divisions.

12. Judges’ decisions are final and anonymous.

13. Sweepstakes Scoring will be as follows: 1st Place = 5 points,
2nd Place = 3 points, 3rd Place = 1 point. Sweepstakes shall
be awarded only when three separate exhibitors have achieved
a combined total of at least 30 points. To receive Sweepstakes
awards, an exhibitor must have a minimum of 10 points. In
the event of a tie, the exhibitor with the greater number of
Best of Shows will prevail. If that results in a tie, the
Sweepstakes premium will be split among those exhibitors.

14. LIABILITY: Every precaution will be taken in the handling
and exhibiting of work: however, the Fair will not be
responsible for loss or damage which may occur from any
cause. Submission of entries implies acceptance of all
conditions stated in the rules (Local and State).

2. STANDARD JAR: A container specifically or specially
designed for home canning purposes. No paraffin seals. All
canning must be in sealed jars.

3. Low-acid fruits, such as figs, should be made more acidic
by adding lemon juice as directed in the USDA Complete
Guide to Home Canning.

4. Tomatoes and fruits, not including their juices must be
processed in a boiling water bath.

5. EXHIBITS MUST BE PROPERLY LABELED with date
of canning and method used.

6. Use clear glass containers, wide or narrow mouth jars.

One standard canning jar per entry, any size. FOUR-OUNCE

DEPARTMENTAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Entries are limited to amateurs. AMATEUR: One who
engages in an art or craft as a hobby or for love of the work,
and whose income from sales is less than $1,000 per year.

2. All work must be done by exhibitor ONLY, excluding
machine quilting.

3. Quilt MUST be in good condition, free of loose threads,
clean, free from pet hair, dirt, and smoke or other odors, or
it will NOT be judged.

4. Quilts must NOT have been entered in a prior Monterey
County Fair.

5. Quilts entered in the wrong Division may be eliminated from
judging at the discretion of the Judge or Quilt Show
Committee. Review the Definitions of Terms.

6. LIMIT: Two quilts per person per Class. Entries must have
different characteristics.

7. Quilts must have a 4” deep sleeve for hanging. Sleeve should
be on upper back and may be permanent or temporary. For
presentation, quilts larger than 60 wide require a split sleeve.

8. All quilts must have the length, width and total perimeter
listed on the entry form. Fold quilts so the bottom right
corner is on top with the quilt length, width and total
perimeter pinned to that corner.

9. Except for Division 340 Hand-Quilted, quilts may be
machine or longarm/midarm machine quilted.

10. A Best of Show may be awarded per Division, except for
Division 345 Kit Quilts.

NEW/REVISED: DEFINITIONS OF TERMS

Quilt: A quilt consists of three layers — a fabric top, a soft inner
layer, and a fabric back. Layers are held together with patterned
hand stitches or machine stitching that pierces all three layers.
Pieced: Piecing is the only technique used. Color placement is
planned and repetitious.

Appliquéd: Appliqué is added to a large piece of fabric or a
pieced face and predominates other techniques.

Paper-pieced & Appliquéd: Combination of paper-piecing and
appliqué where neither predominates more than 60%.

Kit: Composed of patterns, fabrics, and quilting designs
packaged as a unit. This Division includes printed whole cloth
quilt tops and block of the month quilts.

Art and Specialty: Completely original design (no commercial
pattern). Styling may include painted textiles, thread painting,
embroidered design, or other innovative or original designs. Yo-
Yo, Cathedral Window, and T-Shirt quilts must be entered in
this category.
