CARCASS CONTEST RULES

1. Market Beef Carcasses will be graded at the meat
packing company by USDA graders and the results
are compiled in cooperation with the Agricultural
Extension Service. To be eligible for awards, the

carcass must have a minimum USDA quality grade.

Results will be calculated for all steers/heifers
entered.

2. Placings will be based on USDA yield and quality
grades.

3. Tiesin Carcass Index will be broken by dividing rib-
eye area by hot carcass weight and carcasses
ranked with higher values will be ranked first.

4. 4-H and FFA will be judged together.
